FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove the LHS and RHS fairing panels and connecting belly pan piece from the bike.

2. Before removing engine bolts, ensure the bike is upright and supported by a suitable engine
stand or jack placed under the sump of the motorbike to support the partial weight of the
engine, this will prevent the engine from moving during fitting. DO NOT REMOVE MORE
THAN 2 ENGINE BOLTS AT ANY TIME.

LHS BRACKET INSTALLATION

3. With the engine supported as arrowed in picture 1, offer up the Left-hand support block (item 1) and
locate the engine bolts to be removed also circled in picture 1.
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4. Ensuring the engine is fully supported, remove the 2xM10 engine bolts. The front mount is secured by
a nut on the inside of the frame behind the radiator which will need to be secured during removal of
the bolt.

5. Using the LHS assembly diagram, place the 50.5mm spacer (item 4) into the frame tube and
secure the front mount of LHS Mounting Bracket (item 1) using the M10x120mm Cap head bolt (item
10) and M10x16mm washer (item 15) in conjunction with the original engine nut & washer, do not
fully tighten until the next step is completed.

6. Place the M10x5mm spacer (item 3) onto the rear mount and now fix the LHS mounting bracket in
place using the M10x55mm bolt (item 9) with M10x16mm washer (item 15) as shown in picture 2.

7. Torque both LHS engine mounting bolts to the correct torque.

Fit 2x bolt caps (item 18) into the head of the bolts as shown in picture 3.

RHS BRACKET INSTALLATION

9. Using the RHS assembly diagram, place the 25mm spacer (item 6) into the frame tube and secure
the front mount of RHS Mounting Bracket (item 2) using the M10x90mm Cap head bolt (item 13)
and M10x16mm washer (item 15) in conjunction with the original engine nut & washer, do not fully
tighten until the next step is completed.

10. Fix in place the RHS mounting bracket using the M10x50mm bolt (item 12) with M10x16mm washer
(item 15) as shown in picture 2.

11. Torque both RHS engine mounting bolts to the correct torque.

12. Fit 2x bolt caps (item 18) into the head of the bolts as shown in picture 3.

13. Re-fit all fairings to the bike.

CRASH PROTECTOR INSTALLATION

LEFT HAND SIDE

14. Referring to the LHS Assembly Diagram, place one M10x20 Washer (item 16) over the M10x100mm
hex head bolt (item 11) followed by one M12 anti rotation washer (item 17) and place this assembly
through one Crash Protector (item 8) so the head of the bolt sits into the recess of the crash
protector.

15. Slide the LHS 54mm crash protector spacer (Item 5) over the crash protector assembly and fit to the
LHS mounting bracket with the larger end of the crash protector facing the front of the bike as shown
in pictures 4 & 6.

Offer the LHS assembly up to frame mount and tighten bolt until you feel some compression from
inside the protector using 17mm socket and wrench.

NOTE: To avoid cross threading apply forward pressure to the bolt and rotate counter-
clockwise until a click is heard then begin to turn clockwise & tighten.

16. Rotate the bobbin a few degrees counter-clockwise and hold in place while tightening to stop the
bobbin rotating too far while tightening.
17. Using a torque wrench to tighten the bolt to 40 Nm.
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RIGHT HAND SIDE

18. Referring to the RHS assembly Diagram, repeat the process for the RHS using the remaining crash

protector (item 5) washer (item 16) and Anti-rotation washer (item 17) over the M10x70mm hex
head bolt (item 14) referring to Picture 4 and using the RHS assembly diagram.

19. Fit to the RHS mounting bracket using the remaining 32mm spacer (item 7).
20. Rotate the bobbin a few degrees counter-clockwise and hold in place while tightening to stop the

bobbin rotating too far while tightening.

21. Using a torque wrench to tighten the bolt to 40 Nm.
22. Once completed, double check torque settings & the position/orientation of the bobbins then push the

bobbin caps (ITEM 19) into place and remove the jack.

Please note: Torque of the engine/bobbin bolts should be checked at regular intervals when
doing routine maintenance/servicing.

1. Retirez les panneaux de carénage gauche et droit et la piéce de raccordement du carter inférieur de
la moto.

En utilisant le schéma d'assemblage c6té gauche, placez I'entretoise de 50,5 mm (article 4) dans le
tube du cadre et fixez le support avant du support de montage gauche (article 1) a I'aide du boulon
a téte cylindrique M10x120 mm (article 10) et de la rondelle M10x16 mm (article 15) en
conjonction avec I'écrou et la rondelle du moteur d'origine, ne serrez pas complétement avant la fin
de I'étape suivante.

Placez I'entretoise M10x5 mm (article 3) sur le support arriére et fixez maintenant le support de
montage c6té gauche en place a I'aide du boulon M10x55 mm (article 9) avec la rondelle M10x16
mm (article 15) comme indiqué sur la photo 2.

Serrez les deux boulons de montage du moteur c6té gauche au couple correct.

Insérez 2x capuchons de boulon (article 18) dans la téte des boulons comme indiqué sur la photo

INSTALLATION DE LA PROTECTION CRASH

COTE GAUCHE

1.

En vous référant au schéma d'assemblage du c6té gauche, placez une rondelle M10x20 (article 16)
sur le boulon a téte hexagonale M10x100 mm (article 11) suivi d'une rondelle anti-rotation M12
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(article 17) et placez cet ensemble a travers la protection crash (article 8) de sorte que la téte du
boulon se trouve dans le renfoncement de la protection crash.

2. Faites glisser I'entretoise de protection crash coté gauche de 54 mm (article 5) sur I'ensemble de la
protection crash et fixez-la au support de montage c6té gauche avec I'extrémité la plus large de la
protection crash face a I'avant de la moto comme indiqué sur les photos 4 et 6.

3. Présentez I'ensemble coté gauche jusqu'au support de cadre et serrez le boulon jusqu'a ce que
vous ressentiez une certaine compression de l'intérieur de la protection crash a l'aide d'une douille
de 17 mm et d'une clé.

COTE DROIT

1. En vous référant au schéma d'assemblage cot, répétez le processus du c6té droit en utilisant la
protection crash restante (article 5), la rondelle (article 16) et la rondelle anti-rotation (article 17)
sur le boulon a téte hexagonale M10x70mm (article 14) en vous référant a la photo 4 et en utilisant
le schéma d'assemblage coté droit.

2. Montez sur le support de montage c6té droit en utilisant I'entretoise de 32 mm restante (article 7).

3. Faites pivoter la protection de quelques degrés dans le sens inverse des aiguilles d'une montre et
maintenez-la en place pendant le serrage pour empécher la protection de tourner trop loin pendant
le serrage.
